On October 13th, we celebrate the
anniversary of the discovery of the
New World by Christopher Colum-
bus—the namesake of the Knights
of Columbus. Father Michael J.
McGivney, along with the original
founding members, sought to por-
tray, through the name of the or-
ganization, the ideal of Christopher
Columbus— the one who brought
Christianity to the New World. The
name is a continual reminder that it
was a Catholic who discovered, ex-
plored, and colonized the North
American continent

In fact, the Knights of Columbus
were instrumental in gaining offi-
cial recognition for Columbus Day
by both the Federal and State

governments:

“the Knights of Columbus, an inter-
national Roman Catholic fraternal
benefit society, lobbied state legis-
latures to declare October 12 a le-
gal holiday... on October 12, 1909,
New York Governor Charles Evans
Hughes led a parade that included
the crews of two Italian ships, sev-
eral Italian-American societies, and
legions of the Knights of Columbus.
Since 1971 Columbus Day, desig-
nated as the second Monday in Oc-
tober, has been celebrated as a fed-
eral holiday. (Library of Congress)

Recently, revisionist elements have
launched a campaign to revoke the
Columbus Day holiday—claiming
that it promotes racism. This move-

work of the Knights that have
gone before us.
