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Once again, as the new year begins, I want to 

extend good wishes for peace to people eve-

rywhere. With this Message I would like to 

propose a reflection on the theme: Fighting 

Poverty to Build Peace. Back in 1993, my 

venerable Predecessor Pope John Paul II, in 

his Message for the World Day of Peace that 

year, drew attention to the negative repercus-

sions for peace when entire populations live 

in poverty. Poverty is often a contributory 

factor or a compounding element in conflicts, 

including armed ones. In turn, these conflicts 

fuel further tragic situations of poverty…  

At the start of the New Year, then, I ex-

tend to every disciple of Christ and to 

every person of good will a warm invita-

tion to expand their hearts to meet the 

needs of the poor and to take whatever 

practical steps are possible in order to 

help them. The truth of the axiom cannot 

be refuted: “to fight poverty is to build 

peace.”
