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Relics of Mexican Saints to Visit St. John Vianney

In August, the relics of four Mexi-
can Saints will visit Sacramento, and
in particular, St. John Vianney Church
(see inset announcement by Fr. Hum-
berto Gomez). Who are these Saints
who were martyred for their Faith?

The individual stories of these
priests, who were all Knights, are at
the same time both horrible and in-
spiring. During the Mexican revolu-
tionary times of the 1920s and 30s,
the Catholic Church was persecuted
by the government. Missionaries
were expelled from the country,
Catholic seminaries and schools were
closed, and the Church was forbidden
to own property. Priests and laymen
were told to denounce Jesus and their
faith in public; if they refused, they
faced not just punishment but torture
and death. The Knights of Columbus
was a banned organization.

Out of this turmoil arose many brave
souls who refused to see the Church
obliterated from the country—and were
tortured, shot, beheaded, or hung for
their Faith.
In recent years, the Vatican has beatified
or canonized many of these martyrs.
May we all be inspired by their last
words as they faced death:

iViva Cristo Rey!
