8/7/08: (Quebec City, Quebec) - Dele-

gates to the annual international convention 

of the Knights of Columbus today adopted a 

resolution opposing "any governmental ac-

tion or policy that promotes abortion, em-

bryonic stem cell research, human cloning, 

euthanasia, assisted suicide and other of-

fenses against life." 

     The delegates also challenged "our fel-

low Catholics who are elected officials to be 

true to the faith they claim to profess by 

acting bravely and publicly in defense of 

life, affirming with Pope Benedict XVI that 

'there can be no room for purely private 

religion.'" 

     The resolution stated that the organiza-

tion reaffirms its "commitment to building a 

culture of life by promoting policies that 

favor the family," and reaffirmed the organi-

zation's "long standing policy of not inviting 

to any Knights of Columbus event persons, 

especially public officials or candidates for 

public office, who do not support the legal 

protection of unborn children."
